Important principles in the treaty:

1. Determines Norways s absolute and unlimited
sovereignty over Svalbard.

2. Equal rights to residence in Svalbard and to undertake
certain kinds of activity. (article 3).

3. Collected taxes, dues and fees may only benefit
Svalbard. (article 8)

4. No fortresses or naval bases can be established on
Svalbard (article 9).
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5. Norway has the obligation to protect Svalbard's natural \ »
